The AMLKC is an offspring of the Martin Luther King Federal Holiday Commissibnvas
established undeformer Governor Bill Clinbn by executive ordeand then signed into
legislation by former Governor Jim Guy Tuckdihe Commission was created to promote the
legacy and philosophy of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. In 1997, a formal mission statement, a
stated purpose, goals and obijees$, and the Commission Board were developed. Because of its
limited resources, a consensus determined that the Commission would focus on youth oriented
projects first, and then expand. Violence and crime among youth was one of the critical concerns
with the people of Arkansas. The Commission also formed the Youth Commission Board, which
is composed of Arkansas high school and college students who have demonstrated strong
gualities of leadership and community service. The Youth Commissioners have particula
influence in advising the Commission in projects dealing with youth. The mission of the
Arkansas Martin Luther King, Jr. Commission is to promote understanding and acceptance of
nonviolence and human equality as a way of building community among alhgeka. The
